As from 1 January 2008, it is compulsory PRIOR to the registration of an Associate Dog on the National Database, that the application to register such

dog is accompanied by a Sterilisation Certificate.
The dog to be permanently identified (such as Microchip) and the permanent identified number to be recorded on the Sterilisation Certificate.

The breed is to be recorded as ‘Associate’ with a number assigned by the ANKC Ltd Member Body and only the following details are to be recorded on

the National Database:
